Mr. Skomrock opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Fire Station Construction Update:

Brett Bestgen from Infinity Construction presented Guaranteed Maximum Pricing amendment.
Final numbers came in at $3.8 million for direct construction costs with architectural fees of
$300,331.00, for a final total of $4.188 million.

Ground breaking Monday, April 10 at 9:30.

Mr. Skomrock asked about roof. Trustees decided that the roof of the existing station should be
left as is. Should have a remaining life of 20 years.

Mr. Skomrock made a motion to accept the GMP amendment as presented by Infinity
Construction. Mr. Quigley seconded the motion.

Voice vote: three ayes.

Fire Department Update:
Chief Fagan reported 74 calls in March. With storm two weeks ago, Mr. Fagan reported 25 calls
in two days.

Mr. Skomrock spoke with John Suvak from Scape-Abilities about cutting back on Landscaping
needs at fire station. Mr. Suvak confirmed that the revised contract would exclude some work.

Road Department Update:

Resolution: 20230405-01

Mr. Zimperman presented a resolution to participate in the purchase program road salt from
ODOT for the 2023/2024 winter season. As discussed in previous meeting, the state should
have reduced pricing to to greater bulk purchase. Salt will be delivered directly to Township
storage rather than having to pick up from County Engineer’s yard.

Mr. Skomrock made a motion to participate in the ODOT salt purchasing program. Mr. Tropf
seconded the motion.

Voice vote: three ayes.

Mr. Skomrock reminded that a special meeting would be held on Friday at 11:00 at town hall for
Bid opening for Addington Court.
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The service department has started pouring headstone bases. They will be bringing seasonal
worker back in the next couple of weeks. They will also be reseeding as needed.

Electric service should be moving forward at bus garage. They got okay from CEI.

The deck and ramp at American Legion building has been stated. They had to replace
everything down to the posts, as they were to damaged to save.

Resident on Bell Street has contacted regarding drainage. Mr. Zimperman stated that the drain

before the catch basin is clogged. If they can get the drain opened up, it would resolve the
issue. But the township would not tile the ditch. That would be the home owner’s responsibility.

Park Board Updates:

They would like to have a meeting with the trustees, on the 13th at 7:30, to discuss options with
the trustees regarding options for Park improvements, including future restroom facilities.

It will be advertised as a park board meeting with trustees in attendance.

Mr. Tropf’s updates:
Mr. Tropf will meet with Milano monuments to discuss headstone repairs. They will probably
start at Munn Cemetery.

Mr. Tropf stated that he did get prices for pre-manufactured restroom facilities. For a two stall
women’s and a one stall men’s with urinal the prices ranged from $160,000 to $260,000 without
water. With water units ranged from $150,000 to $250,000. Prices were delivered, not
installed. The reason that waterless is more expensive is the need for two tanks. Still need
excavation and pad, even without water.

Mr. Skomrock opined that Infinity could probably put one up. Mr. Tropf laughed and aid that he
had actually asked Brett Bestgen about that. Mr. Tropf will ask Inffinity’s estimator if they had
already done a similar project in the past.

Mr. Quigley stated that Geauga Park District recommends no water. He said it's too much
maintenance and then the EPA regulations. Mr. Skomrock also voiced concern over the
freezing issue. Either you have to heat it or winterize it.

Mr. Quigley updates:

Engine Brake signs-he is waiting for where to order them. Mr. Tropf suggested a company that
is already state certified.

Street light at Portlew. One street light. Mr. Skomrock signed First Energy’s request for
installation.

Geauga Trumbull Solid waste grants have been approved. Dig grant for cameras at recycling
site. Go Green for benches and tale at bocce ball court.

NOPEC - relocate light poles from fire station to Veterans and Oberland parks.

ODNR Nature Works grant is still waiting for approval. $14,000.00 potential funding. Plan to
pave Veterans park entrance. Mr. Tropf also suggested using a portion of those funds for
Oberland Park drive.
